This was not the time to even
dream of supplying all people
with individual watches — the
factory was producing electri-
cal street clocks and some time
later — alarm clocks and wall
clocks with weights.

Animportantlandmarkin the
factory’s history became 1930.

That year a special bloc for the
manufacture of watches was
built and ever since then the
making of watches became the
factory’s main speciality. On
November 5, 1930, the Moscow
Electromechanical Factory was
given its present name — The
Second Moscow Watch Facto-
ry. It was “Second” for the
reason that the First Moscow
Watch Factory had by that time
commenced operations.

The factory’'s specialization
became a powerful stimulus for
the perfection of and enlarging
watch-making. In the thirties
the range of watches made by
the factory became much grea-
ter. Alongside the wall and

desk clocks the factory began
making pocket watches of indi-
vidual use; new shops were
built at the time.

The monument at the factory territory
to those who fell in the battles for
Motherland in the Great Patriotic War

The stern years of the Great
Patriotic War interrupted the
development of watch-making.
Hundreds of workers from the
factory left for the front and

i

fought their way within the Vo-
lunteer Division of Moscow's
Leningrad District from the
Kremlin walls of the Capital to
Konigsberg.

The monument on the terri-
tory of the factory reminds one
of those who fell in the war. In
the first months of the war the
factory was evacuated from
Moscow to Chistopol where it
started to work for the war
being greatly handicapped by a
shortage of man power and
machinery. The facilities which
were left in Moscow also wor-
ked for the war effort. The he-
roic scrolls of the Great Patrio-
tic War have a page entered by
the watch-makers of the Se-
cond Moscow Watch Factory.

The post war years saw a
swift progress of the watch-
making industry which concen-
trated on the assimilation of the
most modern technologies and
the application of modern ma-
chinery — those were the years
of a rebirth of the factory. To-
wards the end of the fourties
and in the fifties the factory
started mass production of the

“Saljut’” and “Molnia” pocket

watches, the “Era’ ladies’ wrist
watches and the '‘Pobeda”
wrist watches for men. Besides
these, the factory made small
size alarm clocks and stop
watches. In 1961, the first So-
viet electronic wrist watches
were made, in 1964 it started the
production of electronic-
mechanical tune fork wrist
watches and in 1966 the factory

began to make electronic-
mechanical balance alarm
clocks.

Mechanization and automa-
tion of production was laun-
ched on a large scale. An auto-
matic line for the production of
watch case rings was built and
won the Lenin Prize. The facto-
ry became a major enterprise of
the precision mechanics indu-
stry with foremost machinery
and technologies which make it
possible for the factory to pro-
duce hundreds of new models
of watches.

A new assembly shop of the
factory went into operation in
the South-West of the capital
in 1969. Two years later a new

Automatic longitudinal
grinding machines of high pre-
cision are used at the prepara-
tory shop; and the presses the-
re are fitted out with automatic
charging appliances. Automa-
fion is the greatest at the
watch-part machining section:
automated production lines for
the machining of the main
spring drums, wheels, plates,
bridges, cases — the main
parts of watches; also automa-
ted is the pool of gear cutting
machines and the installations
for flushing and galvanic ma-
chining of watch parts.

Large scale automation of
this stage of watch-making
helps obtain units and parts
with stable geometric sizes and
ensure the conditions for effec-
tive assembly and high quality
of the end product. Particular
attention is given to the final
part of the process — assembly
and adjustment of watches.
Automated and automatic
tools perform such precision-
demanding operations as wrist
watch assembly, the assembly
of pinion wheel unit, press-
fitting of jewels into plates and
bridges; there is fully automatic
assembly of the movement
wheel systems and the alarm
mechanism of small size alarm
clocks. Specialized automatic
production lines are used for
the assembly of wheel systems
of ladies’ wrist watches and
large size electronic alarm
clocks. The mechanized desks
for watch assembly fitted out
with many assembly applian-
ces improve the quality and
productivity of concluding ope-
rations on the continuous flow
of watch assembly.

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The new models of the facto-
ry include men’s wrist watches
with a day and date calendar
and automatic winding, elec-
tronic-mechanical tune-fork
operated watches with a single
and double calendar indi-
cator; one of the future mo-
dels is an electronic quartz
wrist watch with a step engine.

There is intensive renovation
of technology and the develop-
ment of new automated and
automatic equipment. A num-
ber of highly effective techno-
logical processes have been
developed and introduced in
the recent decade: wheels and
pinions are machined by the
tooth generation method,
watch plates are made on
multi-positioned aggregate au-
tomatictools, bridges are made
directly in the billet band. Pro-
gressive techniques of selecti-
ve assembly are widely introdu-
ced.

During the Ninth Five-Year
Plan alone more than 300 units
of equipment were developed
and introduced, including eight
automatic lines, more than 50
assembly automats, a number
of automatic machining tools
and a set of automatic machi-
nes for the assembly of alarm
clocks.

The system of production
management is being steadily
improved and the application
of the management informa-
tion system is becoming more
comprehensive. The second
computing machine was put
into operation in 1973. It is the
first time that a programmed
punching machine has been
incorporated into the automa-
ted management information
system in the watch industry.

The successes of the asso-
ciation in developing new mac-
hinery and technologies, in
perfecting watch-making are
due to considerable efforts of
the inventors and rationalizers
of the enterprise. Some five
thousand rationalizing sugge-
stions were introduced in the
recent five year plan and effec-
ted a save amounting to more
than 1.4 million roubles.

This system covers all sta-
ges of watch-making from pre-
paratory shops to testing sta-
tions where the watches are
given the final check.

Statistical techniques are
used for the main sizes of chec-
king watch parts and units whi-
le a strict quality tolerance is
fixed for the main parts and
units.

Alongside the application of
modern all-purpose checking
techniques the association is
regularly introducing mechani-
zed and automatic means of
fault finding in wheel systems,
the calendar mechanism, the
automatic winding unit and so-
me other units.

The most important stage is
the quality check of finished
products which is of a compre-
hensive character. Itis founded
on a many-day 100 per cent
check-up on the movement ac-
curacy at special quality testing
stations. There is also a conti-
nuous random quality check-
up on specific points which
account for some additional
characteristics of watch preci-
sion performance (isochronic,
position adjustment, tempera-
ture error).

Special instruments are ap-
plied for dynamic testing the
operation of watches under the
conditions which may be metin
actual Consumer use.

Operating in the Association
since 1964 is a watch produc-
tion system guaranteeing flaw-
less output which is passed by
quality inspectors after the first
examination. This system fa-
vours a more active involve-
ment of staff members in the
drive for higher output quality.
Another contributing factor to
the good results of this drive is
the system of labour and pro-
duction quality supervision. All
